About

The Polyglot Theatre 
office is located at  
Abbotsford Convent,  
in the Sacred Heart 
Building. 

Abbotsford Convent is 
Australia’s largest multi-
arts precinct - a place  
of art, culture and 
learning.

It is comprised of  
striking heritage-listed 
buildings and gardens.



Access through the  
gardens and grounds  
is via pathways that  
are mostly bituminised; 
some are dirt/gravel.

Some surfaces are  
difficult to navigate  
and assistance may be  
required.

Gradients vary from 
gentle slopes to the 
north to fairly steep 
slopes to the south. 



The Clarke St/Johnston 
St bus stops are closest 
to Abbotsford Convent.  
Both stops service 
the 200, 202 and 207 
routes.

Getting there - bus

Getting there - train
Victoria Park Station 
services the Mernda 
and Hurstbridge lines. 
The 200, 202 and 207 
buses stop here. The 
station is about 1.1km 
from the main entrance 
of the Convent Precinct.

Parking at the Convent

The St Heliers Street Car 
Park is directly across 
from the main entrance 
of the Convent Precinct 
(Gate 1).

It contains six accessible 
car parking spaces for 
use by holders of a  
Disabled Persons  
permit.

Two other two-hour 
 accessible on-street 
parking spaces are  
located on St Heliers 
Street, beside Gate 1.



Enter the Convent  
Precinct via the main 
entrance (Gate 1). It is 
approximately 145m to 
the Polyglot office. 

Follow the paved  
path towards the black 
and pink arched sign...

Finding the Polyglot office

...around to the left...



...where you will arrive 
in the Sacred Heart 
Courtyard. 

...and between the  
buildings...

There, turn left.



The Polyglot office can 
also be accessed via 
a lift, in a small lobby, 
which is located under 
the external staircase.

At the top of the stairs, 
there is a heavy non- 
automatic wooden door 
to the right. Inside is a 
small foyer. 

The Polyglot office can 
be accessed via the 
straight set of external 
stairs on the far side of
the courtyard. 



The Polyglot office is on 
the first floor. A non- 
automatic wooden door 
opens into the space. 

The lobby has a heavy 
non-automatic glass 
door. If the door is 
locked, or you need  
assistance, please call 
03 9826 3301, or text 
the staff member  
expecting you, and  
they will meet you. 



Bathrooms

All-gender accessible 
bathrooms are also  
located on the Sacred 
Heart ground floor.

There are two cubicles, 
a sink and hand-dryer, 
and a larger accessible 
toilet with its own sink 
and hand-dryer.

All-gender bathrooms 
are located on the same 
floor as the Polyglot 
office. 



A wheelchair accessible 
bathroom with an  
automatic door is  
located in the main 
Convent building.
